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AHC’s RESPONSE TO IMMIGRATION ISSUES 

Helpful talking points if a student/resident mentions immigration-related concerns

• Listen and acknowledge their feelings. 
• “I hear you, and it’s okay to feel worried about this.” 

• Connect them to resources. 
• Encourage students or parents to access the Resource Guide or speak with a Resident 

Engagement Specialist. 
• Stay neutral and reassuring. 

• Avoid giving legal advice or making political statements. 
• “I’m not an expert, but AHC has connected with organizations that specialize in helping 

families like yours.” 
• Remain calm if U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) personnel arrive. 

• If you’re volunteering onsite and encounter immigration officers, please notify an AHC 
staff member immediately and stay calm. Do not consent to anything without staff 
present.
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
